Nanjing Survey of Residence and Living Conditions

A. Basic Information

Respondent address (sub-district and zip code); year of moving in.

B. Household Characteristics

Household size, generation structure, age structure, annual household income, number of not locally registered household members.

About household head—age, marital status, education, occupation, whether locally registered.

C. Residence

Residential area, duration of residence, type of housing, is there any change in the residential conditions during the past decade, yes or no question on 7 types of residential facilities, degree of satisfaction with 8 aspects of current residence.

For renters—type of landlord, monthly rent.

For homeowners—housing price, actual payment, source of funds.

D. Commuting

Commuting distance, duration, and type of transportation vehicle.

E. Residential Mobility

Whether moving in after 1979; previous residence’s sub-district, residential area, and type of housing; reason of forced move or chosen move; change of commuting time by the move (in minutes); change of transportation time to the city center by the move (in minutes); degree of satisfaction with the move.

F. Living Conditions

Self-reported level of family living conditions; if poverty chosen, primary reason of being in poverty; primary source of support for the family; yes or no question on 4 indicators of family economic constraint; is there any change in the family living conditions for the past five years.
